For one year between 2017 and 2018, hunters from Ittoggortoormiit and the Tasiilag-area have documented their hunting activities and wildlife observations
using handheld GPS’es and a bespoke app called Piniariarneq (Hunting trip).

The result is a unique mapping with hunting routes, geotagged registrations of animals that the hunters have observed or caught, as well as written notes,
photographs, and video footage. Altogether, this makes for a unique view into the overall resource use and hunting cycle in East Greenland, about which there
is comparatively little scientific knowledge.

The collaborative method is particularly suited for projects concerned with spatial planning, for studies into seasonal hunting patterns, and especially for the
inclusion of local practices and knowledge forms into scientific projects. The mapping will feed into a forthcoming Qil Spill Sensitivity Atlas for Central- and
Southeast Greenland, commissioned by Naalakkersuisut to Danish Centre for Environment and Energy (DCE), Aarhus University, and Pinngortitaleriffik —
Greenland Institute of Natural Resources.
